MAKEUP AND PRE-PLAY MATCHES 

Make up matches must be completed by November 15, including any matches rescheduled due to 

Chinook Winds.   If you have players that will be gone the week of Thanksgiving, make arrange-

ments now with the opposing team to pre-play that match. When teams fail to complete make up 

matches, it affects the entire division and there are heavy penalties for not completing these match-

es.  It is up to both teams to work together to get these matches completed.  Once you have decided 

on a date and a time to get your make up matches or pre-play completed, let us know.  That way if a 

team no shows, you are covered.  If you are having trouble coming to an agreement, let us know.  

We will work with both teams to come to a common ground and if we have to we will set the date, 

which could hurt both teams.  We would rather that the two teams come to an agreement on their 

own.  

In Last Place?  There is always the Wild Card! 

Even if your team is currently in last place in the division, you can still make it to playoffs and possibly go 

on to become division champion for a chance to win a trip to play in the National Tournament in Las Ve-

gas in August 2015.
